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After Forty Years, School Office is Organized!
Denver, Colorado, September 5, 2007 Ð Richard Achenbach is a happy man.  Four members from NAPO-Colorado 
worked with Richard Achenbach, Principal, and Cholay Estrada , OfÞce Manager, from DenverÕs Inner City School 
(3560 Josephine) to get organized for the new school year.  Laurie Clark, Sally Allen, Michelle Santaferraro, and 
Margie Feinberg, volunteered their time to assist with space planning and development of customized Þling systems. 
The Inner City School serves approximately 60 students; ninety percent of them qualify for the federal free lunch 
program.  The mission of the school is to equip children in the inner city with values, academic skills, and self esteem 
necessary for success throughout their lives.  

With volunteer help from area service providers,  Achenbach has spent the last six weeks getting his school ready for 
students.  Inside and out the school has a new, look and feel with a playground, forty new trees and bushes and a 
newly organized ofÞce.  ÒWe completely re-did my ofÞce and Þles. TheyÕre labeled, in boxes, ready to go to the 
annex (for storage). This is my fortieth year of teaching and IÕve always done things the hard way,Ó says Achenbach. 
ÒOur ofÞce is now labeled so clearly, I know it (working) will be easier.Ó 

The school was formed in 1996 by a cross-cultural team of people concerned about the high rate of academic failure 
and high school drop out rate among inner-city youth. Many of these kids have a single parent, and as high as 68 
percent of births in the Cole neighborhood are from mothers with less than a 12th grade education.  The school 
survives on private funding and is partially funded by the state. The Inner City School also serves as a HOPE learning 
center for online learning programs.
