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Professional Organizers Come to Aid of Non-Probt

Denver, Colorado, October 4, 2007- Kimberly Turnbow is an extraordinary woman. Five years ago she
was an attorney about to make partner. Turnbow left her brm to provide justice another way: by knitting.

A good friend of TurnbowOs adopted two children from a Russian orphanage. She shared with Turnbow the

deplorable conditions that Russian orphans endure, including sub-zero temperatures throughout a long
winter. An avid knitter, Turnbow decided to make some sweaters for the orphanage that winter. Her efforts

gained momentum, interest and knitters. Not long afterward, TurnbowOs non-probt, Warm Woolies, was
born.

Kimberly now has a cadre of 300 volunteer senior knitters, and expects to donate 6,000 sweaters, hats,

mittens and scarves by the yearOs end. Wearables now go to Russia, Mongolia, Afghanistan, Khazakstan,
and two Indian reservations right here in the west.

Turnbow is still a one-woman show, working out of her house, managing all the business operations,

creating knitting patterns, distributing the bnished goods, and teaching knitting classe~s. Warm Woolies
recently received a donation of $500,000 worth of yarn, enough to last the non-probtOs knitters 10 years.

Overwhelmed with inventory and encroaching into her familyOs space, Turnbow called in the professionals.

On November 17, a volunteer crew from NAPO-Colorado, the local chapter of the National Association of
Professional Organizers, will tackle Warm WooliesO base of operation and restore order and sanity to

TurnbowOs life. NAPO-Colorado, also a non-probt, has a new mission to provide organizing services to
our community, while concurrently providing educational opportunities to its membership. Warm Woolies

is the chapterOs pilot project.

Members of NAPO Colorado organize both residential and commercial clients. Services also include paper
management, information and time management, coaching and training. Some organizers specialize in
working with special challenges, including Attention Debcit Disorder, OCD, brain injury and other issues
that lead to chronic disorganization. The benebts of working with a professional organizer include
increased productivity, improved quality of life, reduced stress, streamlined processes, and time savings.
